According to the Johns Hopkins University,
Nicaragua has a total of 2,846 cases, this
represent 4.5 cases for every 10,000 people, in
El Salvador 14.6 cases and Honduras 28.7
cases of every 10,000 people.

Nicaragua is the second country that has lower
rates of infection in Central America after
Belize.

❖ All travelers have to perform the Covid-19 test 72 hours before

entering to the country and provide the negative results to the

authorities.

❖ Internationals travelers that present fever or respiratory

symptoms will not be aloud to enter to the country.

❖ Nationals travelers that present fever or respiratory symptoms

will be allow to enter but they will be in domiciliary

security.

❖ To all travelers that enter to the country will be given a

follow up by telephone in a period of 14 days.
